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%& was designed by a firm of architects in Durban who were given the specific

brief to design a Victorian style building suitable for use as a bed and breakfast.

In August 1997 the first sods were turned and building commenced.

Our first guests occupied the Garden Rooms at the end December 1998 whilst the business
officially commenced trading on 1 January 1999.

THE BUILDING

- The house was constructed of plastered brick 'cavity' walls for insulation purposes. It is thus
warm in winter and cool in summer.

- The foundations are of reinforced concrete as are the concrete floors throughout the house.

- Corrugated iron has been used for aesthetic purposes in an attempt to retain the Victorian
appearance of the buildings in Pilgrim's Rest.

- Extensive use has been made of fiberglass insulation between the iron roof and the ceilings to
further enhance the insulation properties of the house.

- It may be of interest to note all the walls and every single wall and floor tile was the work of
a skilled Portuguese plastering and tiling craftsman from Pretoria who spent 14 months on site.

- The intricate roofing structure was the work of a semi-retired, skilled carpenter, who learnt
his trade whilst employed by The South African Transport Services ( SATS)

- Only the best materials and workmanship used in the construction of the building.

The architect's drawing reflects the floor area of the house as follows:
- Main building (ground and first floor), 360 square meter
- Garage and staff room, 65 square meter
- Garden Rooms (Fleur de Lis rooms), 72 square meter
- Chapel, 15 square meter
- TOTAL, 512 square meter

- Various alterations to the plan were carried out during the building activities with the linking of
the scullery to the garages thus effectively enclosing and roofing the !courtyard.” The total floor area
under roof has thus beenincreased and is of the order of 532 square meter.

The configuration of the rooms is as follows:
1. Two Garden Rooms - the Fleur de Lis. These en-suite bedrooms are of an 'open plan' design with a
separate WC and bidet; shower, Victorian style 'ball and claw' free standing cast iron bath and shower.
The 'West" Room has a queen sized bed and the 'East' Room - twin three-quarter beds pushed together.
2. Guests' entrance hall cum lounge with a fireplace. There is a stairway to the first floor bedrooms.

3. Dining room with a stairway off it to a cellar below the staircase.

4. Extra large kitchen with an Anthracite coal AGA stove and spacious

pantry.

5. Thereis also a small office cum workroom off the kitchen with a large

north facing window taking up the entire wall area.

6. Ascullery leads off the kitchen and has a serving hatch. There are hot

and cold water taps here for a washing machine. Alarge linen cupboard is
situated in the scullery.
7. The scullery door gives access
to the back verandah which has two
open sides but is completely
roofed. There are another two taps
here (hot and cold) for the second
washing machine and a power point
for the tumble drier.

There is also a raised bath on
the verandah which we used for
hand washing and to bath our dogs!

8.  Off the verandah is a door giving access to the laundry
and which was also used as a hobbies room at one stage
because of its ample light.
9. There are double garages with an automatic, single
double door. Next to the double garages is a screen wall behind
which is a roofed utility shed for garden tools and implements
and another shade cloth carport.
10. The servant's room is not as shown on the plan but is a
single room with a shower, separate WC and handbasin and was
used to host our guests' driver or guide. This could be
converted into another, inexpensive guest room as the
servants do not reside on the property.
11. Alibrary leads off the guests' reception area to the back
courtyard and gives access to the chapel.
12. There are two first floor en-suite bedrooms on either side
of a private lounge off which there is an open balcony with
sweeping views over 'Fairyland'.
The! Wedgewood' room has a queen sized bed with a shower
over the bath; WC and hand basin.
The ! Madelief" room has twin three-quarter beds pushed
together with a separate shower; bath; hand basin and WC
13. A passage off the library gives access to a study, another
large lounge; two en-
suite bedrooms and a
dressing room.
The one bedroom
with a double bed has
its bathroom entrance
through the built-in
cupboards. The
bathroom has a
spacious shower; hand
basin; WC and bidet.
The second, spacious
bedroom "Rozen Room", has also been extended and has a king sized bed with an 'open plan' bathroom.
There is a 'Victorian' style cast iron bath on 'ball and claw' feet and a Oregon Pine built-in hand basin; a
separate WC and bidet; a separate area cum sitting area with a shower and hand basin.
14. The northern and eastern elevations of the house have ‘wrap'around' verandahs

In summary, the house
has six en-suite bedrooms;
three lounges; a balcony;
dining room and cellar;
study; large kitchen and
pantry; small office;
scullery; laundry; double
garages and servant's room
and chapel.



THE GROUND AND IMPROVEMENTS

The ground comprises two consolidated
stands each measuring 1 115 square meter.

Improvements include security fencing along
the front boundary and precast concrete walls
along the other three boundaries. There is an
electronically controlled vehicle entrance gate.

The garden has been fully established with
two fountain features and a fish pond.

The guests' parking area is paved and has a
shade cloth car port for four vehicles

The intention is to include most of the
contents including bedroom furniture (beds and
linen; tables; luggage racks; TV sets etc);

Speed Queen tumble drier; most of the bed and
table linen; kitchen utensils, pots and saucepans
etc.
